Total incidents reported: 67, 22 of which were crimes 





The other reported incidents related to information messages, suspicious incidents, driving complaints and other non-crime matters.





Anti-social behaviour – (2)  The was a report of anti-social behaviour at a local service station and nuisance phone calls were being received by a Bartley resident.





Assaults – (4)  One took place at a local hospital and the other three were domestic related.





Burglary – (2)	 There were two burglaries in Bramshaw; a suspect has been questioned about one of the incident and enquiries are on going. Please report any suspicious people you see day and night.





Burglary (non dwelling) – (4)  A horse carriage was taken in Minstead; chain saws were stolen in Stoney Cross; equine equipment and animals were taken from an address in Bartley and a service station was broken into in Cadnam. Please ensure outbuildings are locked and secured.





Criminal Damage – (2)  A car window was damaged in Bramshaw and an incident took place at a local hospital.





Drugs – (1)  A male was stopped driving a vehicle in Cadnam and was found to be in possession of cannabis.

Road traffic collisions – (4)  None involved animals and no persons were seriously injured.


 






































Road traffic incidents – Four people were summonsed to court for speeding offences. 





Theft – (6)  In separate incidents Red diesel and scrap metal were stolen from yards in Ower; heating oil was stolen from an address in Fritham and a phone was taken whilst the owner was in a pub in Cadnam. A horse lorry and a Transit van were stolen in Bramshaw in unconnected incidents.





Theft from vehicles – (1)  A purse was stolen from a vehicle in Bramshaw,  Please ensure you secure your vehicle and remove all valuables.





Other incidents –  After great work by the Acquisitive Crime Team at Lyndhurst two males from the Salisbury area have been charged with 34 offences of conspiracy to steal from motor vehicle in the Forest area between August and December 2013, many of these were in local car parks.





Speed watch –	  A total of 701 vehicles were checked by Speed watch volunteers in February. Of those, 395 (56.3%) motorists were recorded exceeding the speed limit.
